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Since the renovation doubled its size, the updated kitchen was fitted with a new walnut island, updated cabinets and
granite countertops. A closet and the old laundry room were removed to free up more space.

“Every footstep creaks, which is what makes an old house
so beautiful and turns it into a living, breathing thing,”
Brian Ruediger says about the staircase.

“I never realized doing a kitchen design on your own is
really hard because there are so many choices out there.
I couldn’t find anything that made me feel really inspired
until I found that blue tile,” Susan Ruediger says.
