groupings of tall casement windows, this Chattanooga home
keeps its newness a secret. Architect Bulent Baydar, of Harrison
Deesign Associates in Atanta, and his clients wanted no hint that
the house was the new kid on the block amid the surrounding
established neighborhoods pux  of English
imspired  homes, “The homeowners appreciate simplicity, so
the house is not overstated,” Baydar says. “The exterior sticks
to pretty traditional forms and masses—what you'd see in older
English manors”

Inside, the architect and his design team, which included

interior designer Susan Young and kitchen designer Mary
Kathryn Calonje, continued the story of understated elegance.
Floors of limestone tles grace the entry hall, dining room, and
kitchen. Wrought iron on the front door and the stairway
railing pairs with rich woodwork. Owverhead, ceilings draw
amazed gazes, especially the living room’ barrel vault, which
was inspired by the dining space at New Yorks Hotel Plaza
Athénée. “Ceilings are one of the most important architectural
elements you can play with in an interior,” Baydar says. “Ceilings
are a way to give each mom a towlly different feel with jusc
a vault or a beam.™

Mammoth rooms are eschewed for a series of intimately scaled
spaces detailed with restraint and furnished with antiques and
artwork. Many of the hues Young brought to the room designs—
predominanty gold, tangerine, and celadon—were inspired in part
by the homeowners' paintings. “The homeowners love artwork,
and that was a great place to start for us,” Young says.

In the living room, the colors of the painting above the
fireplace are reflected in the floral and plaid pillows as well as the

rustic handmade brick

caramel-color sofas. Related golden hues also find their way into
the kitchen, where the alder cabinets are stained a mellow cashew
color, and gold 1-inch-square pohished marble dles add shimmer
to the backsplash. Polished granite countertops complete the
monochromatie look.

WhenYoung didn't have a painting to inspire a room, she used
the walls as a canvas: The dining room walls, for instance, feature a
subtle, pamred pastoral landscape. A picture you can take off the
wall,” she says. “There'’s something wonderfully permanent about
a mural.”

The muted decorative scheme and the simplified architectural
finishes work together to create a home where the homeowners’
